Booth Sales

Booth sales are a great way to increase your troop's success.  Remember, you must have the appropriate permission from authorities and the Girl Scouts of Middle Tennessee before you have a booth sale.  
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Possible locations for a booth sale: 
· Sporting events 

· Concerts and plays 

· Video and hardware stores 

· Banks 

· Car washes 

· Quick oil change shops 

· Places of worship 
· Car dealers 

· Florists 

· Grocery stores 
· Universities and colleges 

· Shopping malls

To maximize success, invite girls to consider these proven tips:

· If some varieties are not selling, open a package (which your troop purchases), break them into bite-size pieces, and let customers take a sample.  This sample will likely spark interest among customers and increase your sales. 

· Make an attractive table display to gain customer interest. 

· Bring along your troop goal poster and pictures of activities in which you have participated. 

· To encourage multi-package purchases, suggest that girls bundle packages and attach recipes that use the cookies or offer handmade cards such as "Happy Birthday" or "Thank You".

Safety at booth sales

· Adults must be present at all times when Girl Scouts operate a booth in a store, mall or any other public place. 

· Each booth must have a minimum of two girls and two adults.  All girls involved in the sale must be registered Girl Scouts.  There should be no more than four girls at a booth at one time. 

· Girls should never give out their names, addresses or telephone numbers to customers.  The adult cookie manager's telephone number can be provided. 

· Girls should wear their Girl Scout pin, uniform, or some form of Girl Scout identification. 

· DO NOT block entrances or exits of the establishment. 

· Girls selling MUST stay with the booth at all times. 

· Troops may need to supply: tables, chairs (for adults), pens, pencils, markers, calculator, tape, and any sales aids (i.e. Gift of Caring tents), depending on the location.  Ask your girls to make a goal poster and bring it to their booth sale. 

· The number of packages sold MUST BE DIVIDED EQUALLY among the girls who participate in the booth sale.  Cookies sold should be counted toward their individual achievement patches.  This is a team effort and equal participation is expected of all troop members. 

· A patch for a cookie booth sale is available at the Girl Scout Shop.  We also have a Cookie Activity pin. Click here to learn how to earn the pin. Complete the activity and come to the Girl Scout Shop to purchase the pin. 
· Troops should be prepared to provide change for their cookie sales and have a container to safely hold the money. 
· Girls must have a plan for safeguarding the money they collect. 

· Girls should not carry around large amounts of cash. 

· Money may be given to the accompanying or supervising adults.
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
